The residents of Oropedio managed to transform the wind power into
hydraulic power, converting the shells of the cannons of the first World War
into pumps, changing the war production into a peaceful one, creating one
unsurpassed, ecological, aesthetic and cultural result.

The goal of the Municipality of Oropedio, is the complete revival of wind park
with a sustainable manner for the benefit of its residents (crop irrigation and
electricity generation) and thousands of visitors.

In the fields of the area, there are thousands of rusted windmills, out of order,
while the cost of their repair is not high.

According to studies, if two and a half thousand windmills work, Oropedio aria
can be energy self-sufficient too.

This means that all the villages (eighteen in total) can be electrified, including
all the schools of Oropedio, the night clubs and the restaurants of the area.

Also, the excess produced energy can be used for the operation of six hundred
electric vehicles.
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
